•	 FOR: “lt” 
•	 READ: “l-k”

P. 361, col. 1 [“Translation” of 
Inscription 1] (first paragraph)
•	 FOR: “to him”
•	 READ: “to You” 

P. 363, col. 1 (penultimate 
paragraph) 
•	 FOR: “It is striking that aside from their parallel 

structure, both texts display significant differ-
ences. The major difference is not in the indirect 
objects lt (lottu) line  3 of inscription 1 and l-k 
(la-ka) line 2 of inscription 2, in which the king is 
addressed directly in the second person singular. 
(Fn. 47) The major difference lies far more in the 
prepositional phrases l-ʾbr / śqf and l-śym / śqf 
respectively, whereby...”.

•	 READ: “It is striking that aside from their paral-
lel structure, both texts display a significant dif-
ference. It lies in the prepositional phrases l-ʾbr / 
śqf and l-śym / śqf respectively, whereby ...”.

•	 Footnote  47 shall be added after footnote  36

•	 FOR: “... the syntax is quite clear. tbʿl followed 
by lt etc. in inscription 1 – and similarly by l-k in 
inscription 2 – can only be understood...”.

•	 READ: “...the syntax is quite clear. tbʿl followed 
by l-k in both inscriptions can only be under-
stood...”.

•	 FOR: “...and additionally by the indirect objects 
lt or l-k both of which refer to the fronted ele-
ment...”.

•	 READ: “...and additionally by the indirect object 
l-k which refers to the fronted element...”.
