BEATRIZ CORTEZ is a multidisciplinary artist born in El Salvador and based
in Los Angeles. Her work explores simultaneity, life in different temporalities
and versions of modernity, the untimely, and speculative imaginaries of the
future. She has had numerous solo exhibitions and has participated in group
exhibitions nationally and internationally. She has received several awards,
including the Exceptional Creative Accomplishment Award at California State
University, Northridge (2022); the California Studio Manetti Shrem Artist
Residency at the University of California, Davis (2022); Longenecker-Roth
Artist Residency at UCSD (2021); Artadia Los Angeles Award (2020); Frieze
LIFEWTR Inaugural Sculpture Prize (2019); Rema Hort Mann Foundation
Emerging Artist Grant (2018); and California Community Foundation
Fellowship for Visual Artists (2016), among others. She holds a doctorate in
Latin American literature and cultural studies from Arizona State University
and a Master of Fine Arts from the California Institute of the Arts. Since 2000
she has been Professor of Central American and Transborder Studies at
California State University, Northridge
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
